Completion of all the requirements in the Intersegmental General Education Transfer Curriculum (IGETC) with a grade of "C" or 
better will permit a student to transfer from a California community college to a campus in either the California State University 
(CSU) or the University of California (UC) system without the need after transfer to take additional lower-division general education 
courses. It should be noted that completion of the IGETC is not a requirement for admission to the CSU or UC system. 
 
The IGETC is not advisable for all transfer students. The IGETC is most advantageous for transfers who have not yet decided on a 
major or a campus. Once a student has identified a major, it is important to give priority toward fulfilling all required major 
preparation courses, particularly in "high-unit" majors that select applicants on the basis of satisfaction of lower-division major 
requirements. If a student is pursuing a major that requires extensive lower-division preparation, they may be better served by 
taking courses which fulfill the CSU General Education/Breadth requirements or the general education of the specific UC campus or 
college to which they plan to transfer; examples of such majors include, but are NOT LIMITED to: Computer Science, Business, 
Engineering, Pre-professional schools, and Sciences.
